	Risk Assessment
	£500
	The charge for a Risk Assessment is based upon an hourly rate for the Council Officer’s time multiplied by the number of hours is required to complete the work.
	As a guide we predict that Risk Assessments are likely to generate charges in the following ranges: 

Large domestic/commercial supplies £315-£500.

Small domestic suppliers £225-£360

Single domestic –  £200-£300.

Although it should be noted that the more complex the supply the higher the charge is likely to be.

	Sampling Visit
	£100
	£100
	This charge covers the cost to the Council for the time taken to visit and to take a sample and the administration involved. We aim to combine check and audit sampling to avoid unnecessary visits.

	Investigation
	£100
	The charge for any investigations is based upon an hourly rate for the Council Officer’s time multiplied by the number of hours required to complete the work, (There will also be a charge for the cost of any analysis required).
	Investigations are carried out when samples of the water fail to meet the required drinking water standards.  Sometimes Investigations may be substituted by risk assessment.

	Authorisation
	£100
	The charge for any authorisation is based upon an hourly rate for the Council Officer’s time multiplied by the number of hours required to complete the work.
	An authorisation is an application by the owner of a supply for permission to breach a standard temporarily whilst remedial work is carried out.

	Analysis Costs for Samples (Monitoring)



	Under Reg. 10 (Domestic Supplies)
	£25
	Up to £25
	Where a supply provides <10m3 /day or <50 people and is only used for domestic purposes

	Check Monitoring (Commercial Supplies)
	£100
	As a guide the cost of analyzing a check monitoring sample is likely to be in the region of £30-£60.  But some samples may cost up to the maximum of £100 depending on the parameters monitored.
	Check monitoring is carried out to ensure that water complies with the standards. Where possible the Council will carry out check monitoring at the same time as any requirement for Audit monitoring, to keep cost down

	Audit Monitoring (Commercial Supplies)
	£500
	As a guide the cost of analyzing an audit monitoring sample is likely to be in the region of: £60 (no pesticides) to £180 (some pesticides).  But some samples may cost more depending upon the parameters monitored.  It is unlikely although not impossible that an audit sample may cost more than £250.
	Additional parameters sampled less often to ensure the water complies with all safety standards
