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EXAMINATION
DECISION TO HOLD A HEARING

1. As the appointed Examiner, I have decided pursuant to paragraph 9 of Schedule 4B to the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 that I must cause a Hearing to be held for the purpose of receiving oral representations.
2. The principal reasons for this decision are that I consider that oral representations are necessary for the adequate examination of the issues raised by proposed Policy SB2: Land East of Southbourne Village, and that those parties promoting, and objecting to, the proposed SB2 allocation have a fair chance to put their case.
3. In my forthcoming Agenda for the Hearing I will state whether there are any other issues in relation to which oral representations would be helpful.
4. The following persons/bodies will be entitled to make oral representations:
a. The Parish Council
b. Chichester District Council as local planning authority.
c. A representative for the promoters of SB2. As at present advised, I would be willing to hear from two representatives of those promoters, if that is considered necessary.
d. I would like to hear from up to two representatives of those local residents who have already submitted representations objecting to SB2. Without prejudice to local preferences, I find representation 076, in the name of David King, to be a clear and comprehensive statement of the views of local people.
e. I would be willing to hear from one developer/promoter objector to SB2.
5. It should be clear from the above that the format of the Hearing is not that of a public meeting, though it will be held in public, but rather a focussed discussion of issues chosen by me, with specific invitees able to make oral representations.
6. The essential issue, at all stages, is whether the draft Review complies with the basic conditions and other statutory requirements.
7. In my Agenda, I will set out further details of procedure, including time limits for representations, whether any questioning (apart from by me) will be allowed, and other matters.
8. I anticipate that the Hearing will easily be completed in a single day between 10am-4pm.
